	New User, click here. Follow the instructions.
	Click Sign Up. Follow the instructions.

	add a button to your toolbar
	When logged in, look for BackFlip tip on the left. Click on the link to add to your browser. Drag the BackFlip It! text link to your toolbar. 
	After you make an account, the option comes up. Right click on the buttons (or hold down the mouse button on a Mac). Choose add to Favorites. Select the Links folder. Click OK.

	import Favorites
	Click Add bookmarks or favorites to Backflip. Click Add Now. Click Yes. Click Next. Click Finish. 
	Click Options. “Click here” to import favorites. Click Import.

	add a site you’re visiting using the button on your toolbar
	Browse the web. When you find a site you like, click on the BackFlip It! link on your toolbar. Add a description and change the category if you want. Click BackFlip It! Continue browsing! 
	Browse the web. When you find a site you like, click on the SaveThis. Type in Comments and change the folder if you desire. Click Add.

	add a site by typing or copying the address
	Click Add Pages. Type in desired information. Either copy or type the address. Click BackFlip It!
	Click Add Link. Type in desired information. Either copy or type the address. Click Add. 

	create a folder
	While viewing your links, click Create Folders. Enter desired information about the folder. Click Create Now.
	Click New Folder. Enter desired information about the folder. Click Create Folder.

	move items into a different folder
	Click on Organize. Then click in the checkbox(es) beside the item(s) you wish to move. Select the appropriate folder. Click Organize Now. Then click Return to Folder View.
	Click in the checkbox(es) beside the item(s) you wish to move. Click on the “move” pulldown menu to choose where to move the items to.
